The Board office provides updates to the status of an
applicants file by mail. Status letters are sent at regular intervals until the file has been completed. File must be
completed before the examination date or the applicant will not be eligible for examination.

FEE: $600.00 Make check or money order payable to the North Carolina Veterinary Medical Board.
(N.C.V.M.B.) Thisfeeisfor NAVLE Examination only. Passing score for NAVLE is425.

Applicant agrees that taking this examination is to comply with one phase of the veterinary licensure requirements of
North Carolina. Applicant understands they will be required to receive alicense to practice veterinary medicinein
North Carolina. Failure to apply and receive a N.C. license within one year constitutes misrepresentation to the North
CarolinaVeterinary Medical Board and could be grounds for the denial of licensure at any time in the future by the
North Carolina Veterinary Medical Board. Should any contact information of the applicant changeit istheir
responsibility to request in writing to the Board office those changes be made to their file.

Applicants not wishing to seek licensure in North Carolina should not apply to North Carolinafor the NAVLE, they
should apply for the NAVLE in the State in which they wish to become licensed.

INSTRUCTIONSTO ALL APPLICANTS:

Application must be submitted directly to North Carolina Veterinary Medical Board office.

Have graduated or be within 8 months of expected graduation date from school/college of veterinary medicine.

Submit with application a copy of Social Security Card,.

Application with proper fees and required documentation must be on file at Board office before the Board will

certify the applicant to sit for the NAVLE.

If not graduated a Dean’ s |etter sent directly from school/college must be submitted before NAV LE application

deadline. Dean’s letter must state that applicant is enrolled in the veterinary program at that school/college are

afourth year student and state the applicant’s pending graduation date.

Graduates from non-accredited foreign schools of veterinary medicine must have completed the AVMA program for
Foreign Veterinary Graduates before applying for the NAVLE. For information on the Foreign V eterinary Graduates
Program contact the AVMA at 1-800-248-AVMA.

Written proof of completion must be mailed directly to NCVMB from the AVMA.

Application with proper fees and required documentation must be on file at Board office before the Board will certify
the applicant to sit for the NAVLE. If the Board office has not received the required documentation, thiswill delay
the NAVLE process. As such the applicant may not be able to sit for the requested NAV LE date.

After Applicants have made application to the North Carolina Veterinary Medical Board and have been certified, all
scheduling permits questions, name changes, address, etc, will need to be directed to the National Board Veterinary
Medical Examiners. Examination materials are sent to the applicant’ s address that was provided about 45 days before
the start of each examination window.
